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Course Overview 

Learners will be able to understand and use a range of complex mathematical concepts and 

relationships, and select and apply operational skills in algebra, geometry, trigonometry, calculus 

and statistics. They will also use mathematical reasoning skills to extract and interpret information 

and think logically, provide justification or proof and solve problems. 
 

Skills Development 

• Select and apply mathematical techniques in a variety of mathematical situations 

• Develop confidence in the subject and a positive attitude towards further study in 

mathematics and the use of mathematics in employment 

• Study in-depth mathematical concepts and the ways in which mathematics describes our 

world 

• Interpret, communicate and manage information in mathematical form - vital skills for 

scientific and technological research and development 

• Use mathematical language and explore advanced mathematical ideas 

 

Assessment 
The course will be assessed through two exam papers: 

 

Paper 1 allows candidates to demonstrate the application of mathematical skills, knowledge and 

understanding from across the course without using a calculator.  

 

Paper 2, which is calculator, allows more opportunity for application and reasoning. Candidates 

typically use calculators where more complex calculations are required to solve problems.
