The National 4 Applications of Mathematics course covers various practical topics, including
finance, statistics, geometry and measurement, aimed at developing essential mathematical
skills for everyday life. It focuses on applying various Mathematical techniques to everyday
life and other disciplines and is particularly beneficial for those who wish to develop
Mathematical reasoning and numerical skills which are useful in other curriculum areas,
such as technology, health and wellbeing, science, and social studies.

Skills Development

e Managing Finance and Statistics: This includes understanding income, budgeting,
and interpreting data from charts and tables.

e Geometry and Measures: Students learn about shapes, area, volume, and how to
calculate measurements in various contexts.

e Numeracy: This covers basic arithmetic operations, percentages, fractions, and
ratios, which are essential for financial literacy and problem-solving.

e Probability: Students explore basic probability concepts and how to make informed
decisions based on statistical data.

e Data Presentation: The course teaches how to present data using graphs, charts, and
tables, enhancing students' ability to communicate mathematical information
effectively

Assessment

To gain National 4, learners must pass all four Units including the Added Value Unit (test)
which are assessed by the school. The Added Value Unit comes in two parts (non-calculator
paper 1 and calculator paper 2).
